Mr. Hitchcock called for a Shade Tree Advisory Board ordinance at the earliest possible date. 

PUBLIC COMMENT:

David Lepak, 92 Norwood Avenue, North Plainfield, referenced his communication to the Council and the rising rate of foreclosures in the Borough.   He asked if the town has a plan for foreclosed properties and the resultant non-collection of property taxes on them.  He questioned details regarding police response and inspection on a recent drunk driving incident in his neighborhood.

Frank D’Amore Sr., 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, questioned a lack of meetings convened by the Parking Authority, adding that there are a number of malfunctioning meters in the parking lot across from Borough Hall.
