Mr. Hitchcock inquired about e-mail usage for the Council, Mr. Hollod advised that it is still under review.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Hal Hirsch, 74 Mercer Avenue, North Plainfield, inquired about a possible zip code change.  He also questioned the status of emergency management. Council President Stabile replied that it had been addressed at the last meeting.  He questioned when the intersection of Rockview Avenue and Sycamore Avenue would be repaired and who was at fault for the adjustment of $7,000.00 to the Appraisal Systems contract. Mr. Hollod explained that the figure was drawn from the information available at the time.   

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Mayor Giordano reported that all zip code information went to Congressman Lance and we are awaiting a response.  He noted that the Borough received a Block Grant for $69,000 from the County for repairs necessary to the Wells Road sewer line.  He announced the Memorial Day activities planned for May 25th.
