REQUESTS FOR AGENDA ITEMS:

Mrs. Forbes suggested the Council support the Franklin Township Resolution which requests that the Governor find alternate funding for education, rather than putting it all on the taxpayers.  She also requested the Rescue Squad meet with the Council to explain their financial reports. 

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Hal Hirsch, 74 Mercer Avenue, North Plainfield, expressed his concerns about the Borough’s potential responsibility for maintenance of the Greenbrook Trail. 

Frank D’Amore, 40 Willow Avenue, North Plainfield, stated that commercial vehicle amendments are not necessary if the current ordinance is properly enforced.  He also congratulated the Police Department on their awards ceremony.

Bill Campbell, 8 Interhaven Avenue, Green Brook, stated his displeasure with the R-9 ordinance for the Villa Maria property.  He was concerned about over-building, the increase in traffic, and the project becoming out of control.
