WHEREAS, the Borough wishes to enter into a contract with Jo-Med Contracting Corp., 815 Garden Street, Elizabeth, New Jersey 07202 to complete the Project in the amount of Fifty-One Thousand Two Hundred Sixty-One Dollars and Twenty-Eight Cents ($51,261.28).

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:


Mayor Giordano announced that the Borough received a $200,000 grant for improvements to Harrison Avenue from the State Department of Transportation.  Special Events have selected all of their event dates for 2011.  He received an e-mail from a resident about the abandoned cars in town on February 2; Chief Parenti responded that the Police Department had investigated 132 abandoned vehicles and 31 had either been ticketed, towed or the owners complied with the ordinance. 


Mrs. Forbes spoke with the Rescue Squad representatives; they will begin training nurse’s assistants within their building as a fundraiser under supervision of the State in an eight week program.  On February 20th at 3:00 pm there will be a free musical program sponsored by the Fleetwood Museum and the Friends of Vermeule in which local jazz musician Jim Pellegrino will perform.  The Rotary Club will honor Chief William Parenti at their wine tasting at Giovanni’s on South Avenue in March.  


Mr. Merrill announced that he joined the Mayor at the firehouse with Congressman Lance last week for the presentation of grant money to fund new fire department equipment.


Mr. Singleterry wished a Happy Valentine’s Day to his colleagues.
