Board Chairman La Ronde requested a moment of silence for the men and women serving in our Armed Forces.


Board Chairman La Ronde read the following Notice of Compliance:

DISCUSSION:

Restricting Tobacco Sales – D.M.S.  Mr. Singleterry commented on a recent Star Ledger article which reported that several towns have prohibited the sale of tobacco to anyone under the age of 21.  Studies indicate that approximately ninety percent of smokers began smoking under the age of 21, he noted.  Responding to Mr. Stabile, Mr. Bernstein confirmed 18 as the legal age to purchase tobacco products.  Upon inquiry, all council members agreed to pursue further discussion.

Solid Waste Ordinance – D.E.H.  Mr. Hollod explained that this ordinance will revise an article of the health code dealing with the storage and collection of solid waste.

HO-15-02  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING, REVISING AND SUPPLEMENTING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF THE NORTH PLAINFIELD BOROUGH HEALTH CODE AND ENACTING NEW SECTIONS OF THE NORTH PLAINFIELD BOROUGH HEALTH CODE AS TO CHAPTER XXVI, BOARD OF HEALTH, ARTICLE 8, ENTITLED “STORAGE AND COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE”
