WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield has previously adopted an Ordinance creating a Length of Service Awards Program (LOSAP) for the Borough’s active eligible volunteers in the North Plainfield Fire Department and the active eligible volunteers in the North Plainfield Rescue and First Aid Squad; and,

WHEREAS, the Ordinance is codified at Chapter 2:15-1 et seq. of the Borough Code, effective as of the approval of the voters in the Borough’s General Election on November 7, 2000, pursuant to the authority granted in N.J.S.A. 40A:14-183 et seq. and N.J.A.C. 5:30-14.1 et seq.; and,

WHEREAS, the Ordinance provides for an annual payment of Six Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($600.00) per active eligible volunteer; and,

WHEREAS, the Ordinance provides for an estimated total annual cost of Twenty Three Thousand Four Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($23,400.00); and,

WHEREAS, since its adoption in 2000, the LOSAP annual payment to volunteers has not been increased; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough wishes to amend the LOSAP annual payments to provide for an increase in the yearly payment for the eligible active volunteer members of the Fire Department and the eligible active volunteer members of the Rescue and First Aid Squad; and,

WHEREAS, the increase to Eight Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($800.00) per year for each eligible active volunteer will not result in an increase that exceeds the estimated annual cost of the LOSAP; and, 

WHEREAS, the increase in payments for eligible active volunteers has been approved in the Borough’s 2015 Municipal Budget; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Director of Law/Borough Attorney, Eric M. Bernstein & Associates, LLC, has verified that the increase in the annual payment may be accomplished by way of Council Resolution (rather than amending the Ordinance with voter approval) because the annual cost set in the Ordinance will not be exceeded and because the increased cost has been approved through the budget process undertaken by the Borough.

The Council President replied that there is no set scheduled on a day-to-day basis, and that much of what is being done is reliant on Public Service Electric & Gas.  Mr. Hollod confirmed that no complaints had been received, continuing that weather was also a factor.

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, ADMINISTRATOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS:

Mayor Giordano commented on the Memorial Day services conducted town-wide, thanking the many volunteers, adding that the events had been well-attended and most respectful of the day and its meaning.  He reminded of the June 13th Street Fair which will feature the NJ Mobile Hall of Fame on one of its first appearances at a public function in the state.  The annual 4th of July Parade will step off on Saturday, the 4th of July, with the fireworks display and band concert taking place at West End School on Saturday, the 11th of July.  A new $179,000.00 generator has now been installed at the Community Center on Greenbrook Road with costs defrayed by FEMA and the State of New Jersey.  The Mayor specifically thanked OEM Coordinator Brian Martin and DPW Director Jim Rodino for their efforts in obtaining the generator.  
Mayor Giordano then remarked that he would not sign the tobacco 21 ban ordinance if it should pass on second reading, saying that if young people were old enough to serve in the military, then they would be old enough to purchase tobacco products.  Further, he agreed that this sort of regulation should be up to the state, and that nothing should be done to hamper small business in North Plainfield.

Mr. Hollod expressed thanks for the support of multiple initiatives that had come before the Governing Body this evening.  

Mr. Merrill offered his thanks to the firefighters for their everyday efforts on behalf of the town and congratulated them on their promotions this evening.  Ms. Miller echoed her congratulations to the town’s firefighters as did Ms. Schaefer.  Mr. Singleterry agreed, offering his congratulations and thanks to the town’s firefighters.

Council President La Ronde commented on the upcoming Street Fair, advising that thirty to forty vendors were now signed up to participate.  Amongst the tempting foods to be found will be funnel cakes, zeppolis and cheese steaks.  Getting the State’s Hall of Fame display represents a coup for Mr. Hollod and the Mayor.  He added that the display is huge and would take up one entire end of Somerset Street.

Motion to adjourn by Mr. Righetti, seconded by Mr. Merrill and carried unanimously.
