Bernstein & Associates, LLC have reviewed the bid submissions and find no material defect with the bid
proposal for the Contractor; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of North Plainfield is desirous of obtaining the services of the Contractor

WHEREAS, establishing Stigma-Free Zones will raise awareness of resources and encourage
residents to engage in care as soon as the need is identified so recovery can begin, hope is inspired and
tragedies are avoided; and,
