WHEREAS, COUNCILMAN DAN GLICKLICH, in his multiple terms on the Governing Body
continued serving North Plainfield in multiple capacities - as Chairman of the Board of Adjustment and
Planning Board; for y ears on the 4 ™ of July Parade and Recreation Committees; on the Youth Services
Commission and Municipal Alliance Committee; on Borough Council, where he served for eleven years;
and, as its Council President for three years; and

WHEREAS, throughout his distinguished years in service to the Borough of North Plainfield,
COUNCILMAN GLICKLICH remained a steadfast fount of information, significant regional history and
guiding source of intuitive good sense. When he and his beloved Peggy retired to Franklin Township, he
served there as a Council Member from 2007 -2011. He was also co -founder of the Franklin Township
Youth Initiative.
