!\* ) = Flushable wipes are often marketed as an alternative to toilet paper
and claim to be “flushable” and “sewer safe.”

paper which easily = Serious blockages resulting in septic and sewer backups may occur.

dissolves in water! = Disposable wipes, even those labeled ‘flushable’ should be
disposed of in the trash, not flushed down the toilet.
