Responding police units found that a pedestrian, had been struck on the highway
and suffered fatal injuries.

It appears that the pedestrian was traveling across the highway from North to South and was struck by a
vehicle traveling east.

The North Plainfield Fire Department and JFK Paramedics responded. Chief Parenti said the
